Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive research was to study the level of adversity quotient
with Risky Situation to relapse of drug addict out of patient program in Drug Dependence
Treatment Centre The samples were 345 drug addict out of patient program in drug
Dependence Treatment Centre at Thanyarak Institute and 5 regional which consisted of Mae
Hong son, Chiang Mai, Konkan, Songkhla and Pattani. The instrument included 2 parts: 1) a
general data form, and 2) the adversity quotient assessment with risk situations to relapse,
developed by the researcher based on Stoltz (1997)’s framework. Content validity of the
tool was verified by 3 experts and reliability was tested for stability using the test-retest
method, The value of the validity is equal to 0.90 and the data was analysed by using a
statistics software package by frequency, percentage, mean, variance, Chi-square and
Pearson’s correlation.

The results showed that overall level of drug addict out of patient program of
adversity quotient was at a quite high level(M = 148.18, SD = 32.21)and each category. These
were to control the situation (M = 36.22, SD = 8.99) to realise the cause and the
responsibility of the problem(M = 36.99, SD = 7.78) to approach the problem with
consciousness(M = 38.15, SD = 8.4d)and to persevere to the problem(M = 36.80, SD = 8.86)
In each sub-category the results that were obtained were also quite high. When considering
the correlation between the variables of age, frequency of drugs and addictive substances
usage and knowledge of drug and addictive substance prevention the results showed
significant difference of a correlation between the frequency of drugs and addictive
substances and adversity quotient with risky situation to relapse at 0.05. As for age and being
able to receive information involving the prevention of drugs and addictive substances
usage, there is no relation.

The research results are the essential basic information used for planning, supporting
and promoting the ability of the out patients to effectively prevent the usage of drugs and
addictive substances in the future.
